The goal is to have a family
view in all our work, from the ideas stage, through the methods and analysis to the end
results and communication of findings.

We treat children, young people, and parents/carers as experts by experience, and
therefore, have the same power in the involvement process as the Policy Research
Unit Children and Families research staff. We are always careful to manage the
expectations of children, young people, and parents/carers in our public
involvement and engagement and are thoughtful of different access needs so that
we can minimise any barriers to involvement as possible.
